Iam writin% to follow up on my Tuesday night phone call about the County Board’s
January 26" decision to close five schools—Brentwood, Schroder, McClellanville,
Fraser, and Charlestowne Academy—as part of the district’s School Redesign plan.
The recommendations, designed to provide your child with improved learning
opportunities, will not go into effect until next year. However, in the coming days
and months, we will be working with you, constituent boards, school staff and
community members to prepare for a successful transition.

As a Brentwood parent, your child will have a range of quality school options next
year, including possibilities at the brand-new Zucker School for Math and Science,
Alice Birney middle, and Morningside middle, depending on how attendance zone
lines are drawn. You might also consider applying to countywide or partial magnet
schools. We will work quickly with the District 4 board to define attendance zones,
shape the options, and communicate with you every step of the way.
