
 
TYPING TEST INFORMATION 

 
If you are applying for a position which requires typing you must have successfully completed the 
typing test, given by the South Carolina Job Service, Trident One Stop Career Center, or an 
employment agency before submitting your application for employment.  Typing test results must 
meet the minimum speed required by the particular position as indicated on the job posting to be 
considered for a vacancy.  All applicants, including current CCSD employees, are required to 
submit a typing test taken within the past two years when applying for a new position.  If you 
submit an application for a position that requires typing, but do not attach a copy of your typing test, 
your application will not be forwarded for employment consideration.  You are responsible for 
providing Human Resources a copy of your test results.

A picture ID 
and proof of Social Security Number will be required before taking the typing test.  Job Service will 
provide your typing test results to you.
